
FICCI backs Nepal Investment Summit in India 
 

New Delhi, May 28, 2014: The Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FICCI) has
warmly welcomed the invitation of Mr Sushil Koirala, Hon’ble Prime Minister of Nepal, to the private
sector in India to positively look at investments in hydropower and transmission sector in Nepal.
 
The FICCI leadership led by Mr Sidharth Birla, President, FICCI, met Mr Koirala during his two-day
stay in the Capital to attend the swearing in ceremony of the NDA Government led by Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi.
