To leverage academic collaboration and place education & skill institutions in Haryana on a global
map, a delegation of policy makers, education and academicians to United Kingdom (U.K.) was
facilitated by FICCI Chandigarh jointly with Department of Technical Education, Haryana from July 1,
2019 to July 6, 2019.
